Public Opposition: There were two (2) persons present that spoke in opposition at the
May 10, 2010 City Planning Commission meeting.

PROPOSAL

Detailed Outline of Requested Action: Angela Nava with Par-T-Pub is seeking a Special
Use Permit for a private club and a Special Use Permit to allow live music (Karaoke) a
few nights a week.

City Ordinance Requirements: 27-592 through 27-593

FACTORS TO BE CONSIDERED

1. The Character of the Neighborhood.

The neighborhood is predominantly residential in character with a few properties
around this intersection zoned for commercial.

2. The zoning and uses of properties nearby and the proposed use’s expected
compatibility with them.

The zoning of the property is C-1 Limited Business District. If properly operated,

a private club would be compatible with nearby properties. The addition of live
entertainment to the private club would be compatible with nearby properties.
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3. The suitability of the property for the uses to which it has been restricted.
Will removal of the restrictions detrimentally affect nearby property.

The property is zoned for a private club. If it is properly supervised, operated and
planned there should not be any detrimental effects to nearby properties.

4. The length of time the property has remained vacant as zoned.
The tenant space has been vacant for a few years.
5. The degree of conformance of the proposed use to the Master Plan.

The use of a private club with live entertainment (Karaoke) is not within the scope
of the Master Plan. That is why this special use permit hearing is necessary.

6. Whether the proposed use will result in increasing the amount of vehicular
traffic to the point where it exceeds the capacity of the street network to
accommodate it.

This proposal would not create any issues with traffic or the street network.

7. Whether the proposed use is reasonably necessary for the convenience
and welfare of the public and will not substantially or permanently injure
the appropriate use, visual quality, or marketability of adjoining property.
This use is not a necessary convenience to the public. This will only be a
convenience to the owners of the club. The proposed use will not create any
issues with the points listed above.

8. Whether the noise, vibration, dust, or illumination that would normally be
associated with such use is of such duration and intensity as to create
problems for near-by property.

This is not foreseen to be an issue.
9. Whether the proposed use will pollute the air, land or water.

10.Whether the use would damage or destroy an irreplaceable natural
resource.

11.The relative gain to the public health, safety, and welfare as compared to
the hardship imposed on the individual landowner or landowners.

The gain to the community as a whole is that we would have another option for
entertainment.

Ordinance interpretation

This case is another in a line of cases that stem from the dance hall definition
issue. The previous cases and this case are in the opinion of the Planning staff,
dance halls. To recap the original issue, the term dance hall is not defined in the
City Code; Planning staff concluded that restaurants/ bars such as these were
dance halls during the times that the live entertainment (or dancing) was taking
place. Therefore, a special use permit is necessary.

Clarification of businesses
Staff is requested a letter that clarify the business and how it operates. The
applicant’s response is italicized below.

1. The hours of operation?
Applicant Response: Hours of Operation are 9 a.m. to 1:30 a.m.
2. What time will the Karaoke events begin?

Applicant Response: Karaoke events will not be subject to a time frame.
Anyone can sing anytime.
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3. How is security handled?

Applicant Response: Each member will fill out application to receive
membership. Members’ age will be verified that they are over 21 years of
age. Any members that show violent behavior will have their membership
revoked for one year depending on severity. Members who exhibit hostile
behavior will lose their membership for three to six months depending on
severity. Any member who cannot be controlled will be asked to leave and
the local police department will be called if they disagree.

The following stipulations were added at the May 10, 2010 City Planning
Commission meeting:

Approval of the Special Use Permit is for two (2) years.

Membership fee is $5.00

48-hours for membership delay.

Members may invite guests to join them.

Applicant complies with the security codes, alcohol ordinance and other
ordinances of the City.

Ms. Parker stated that the following items should be included as part of the record for
this case:

Ms. Angela Nava, 1515 North 40" Street, Kansas City, Kansas, applicant, appeared in
support of this application. She stated that she wants to open an establishment that will
have liquor and alcohol and the main purpose of the establishment is to have karaoke.
There is not another establishment that has karaoke seven (7) days a week. There is
an establishment in Johnson County that has karaoke and the reason that she wants it
seven (7) days a week is because there are a lot of people like her that cannot get out
and sing karaoke. That is something that she and her husband are very interested in

allevs, roads or highways at any such special event. No person shall possess
or consume alcoholic liquor inside the premises licensed as a special event
that was not sold or provided by the licensee holding the temporary permit for
such special event. Drinking establishments that are immediately adjacent to,
or located within the licensed premises of a special event, for which a
temporary permit has been issued and the consumption of alcoholic liquor on
public property has been approved, may request that the drinking
establishment’s licensed premises be extended into and may request that the
drinking establishment’s licensed premises be extended into and made a part
of the licensed premises of the special event for the duration of the temporary
permit issued for such special event. Each licensee selling alcoholic liquor for
consumption on the premises of a special event for which a temporary permit
has been issued shall be liable for violations of all laws governing the sale and
consumption of alcoholic liguor.

Except as provided in subsection (a) of this section, it shall be unlawful for any
person to have any alcoholic liquor, beer or cereal malt beverage in his possession
upon any public street, highway, alley sidewalk, park, or any other public
property unless such alcoholic liquor, beer or cereal malt beverage is in the
original unopened package or container, the seal of which has not been broken
and from which the original cap, cork or other means of closure has not been
removed.

It shall be unlawful for any person licensed under this chapter or any owner,
operator, manager, or employee to allow their members, patrons, guests, or
general public to exit their premises while in possession of an open container of
alcoholic liquor, beer or cereal malt beverage or to allow consumption of such
outside the premises.

Violation of any provision of subsection (a), (b) or (c) of this section shall be
punishable by a fine of not less than $50.00 nor more than $200.00, by
imprisonment for not more than six months, or both.

Section 2. That said original Section 4-7 of Ordinance No. 65268 be and the same
is hereby repealed.

Section 3. This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage,

approval, and publication in the Wyandotte Echo.
