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I. POLICY

There shall be implemented and maintained religious and social
service programs in the Detention Center, utilizing available

community resources.

II. PROCEDURE

A. The Programs Director will be responsible for making available
to all inmates such services which meet the basic needs of the
inmates.

B. The Programs Director will interview and screen Clergy,
volunteers, and other community agency representatives who
request access to the Detention Center. This includes guest

speakers and all other assisting participants for such services.

C. The Programs Director in coordination with the Detention Center
Chaplain will be responsible for establishing contact with clergy of
various faiths and for having them available for visits/programs.

D. The Administrator and/or the Programs Coordinator will determine

the need and appropriateness of a religious program that has been
requested by a clergy person.
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
