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POLICY

Alternate meal services shall be provided when an inmate uses food or
food service equipment in a manner that is hazardous to self, staff, or
to other inmates.

DEFINITIONS

Both of the following are types of alternative food services provided by
the Detention Center:

Nutrition Loaf:

A nutrition loaf is a full and complete meal, but the items in the meal
are combined together and baked into a loaf. It is a nutritionally
balanced meal, but prepared and served in a different form.

Sack Meal:

A sack meal is a nutritionally complete meal served as sandwiches,
fruit, etc. contained in a paper bag.

PROCEDURE

A. Whenever a detainee has behaved inappropriately with
food or food items, the detainee will be given a sack meal
in lieu of the regular hot meal provided by food service. |If
the behaviors continue, then the detainee will be placed on
the nutrition loaf.
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
